SHOW JUMPING RULES
All competitors are advised to read and observe these Rules

1 Hard hats with straps, which satisfy current Safety Standards, are to be worn at all
times by competitors while mounted.

2 Body protectors are recommended.

3 Any item of saddlery, clothing or equipment (including whips and spurs), which in

the opinion of the Judge is thought to be unsafe, inappropriate or harsh will not be

allowed.

Competitors are expected to dress correctly. Jackets may only be removed with

the permission of the Judge.

Any fall in the arena, at any time, incurs elimination.

Competitors must pass through the Start and Finish.

Competitors must not begin until the bell is rung.

The first round may be timed, if applicable. In other classes, all clear rounds

qualify for the Jump Off which will be against the clock.

Penalties will be as follows:

Knockdown 4 faults Disobedience 4 faults

3" Disobedience Elimination Fall of horse/rider Elimination

10 To lodge an objection a fee of £20 must be paid. The Panel who hear the case
will have full discretion on whether the objection is valid, and if the fee is
refundable.

11 No competitor, or person concerned with them in any way, shall argue or use
abusive or threatening language or behave with incivility or contempt towards any
Judge, Steward or Official. Breach of this may result in the disqualification or
elimination of the competitor concerned.

12 No competitor, or other person, shall ill treat any horse or pony in any way.
Breach of this may result in the disqualification or elimination of the competitor
concerned.
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General Rules & Conditions

. No Responsibility is accepted by the organisers of any accident, loss or damage on the

showground to spectators, competitors, their animals or property, howsoever caused.

The Judge’s decision is final.

Hard hats must be worn whilst mounted. No whips or spurs to be used in gymkhana
events.

No horse or pony under 4 years of age is to be exhibited under saddle.

The organisers reserve the right to alter or amend the schedule or refuse any entrant
or eliminate any animal considered over height or unsound.

Objections must be lodged with the Secretary within 15 minutes of the incident
concerned, accompanied by a deposit of £5, returnable if the objection is upheld.
Proof of age may be required from competitors suspected of entering a class for which
they are too old.

NO entry fee will be returned unless the class is cancelled

Riders may be led (Gymkhana) but the winner will be the first rider across the line.

10.No animal is to be ridden by more than one competitor in any one event.
11.NO GALLOPING on the field (except at the request of a Judge).
12.ALL dogs must be KEPT ON LEADS at ALL TIMES.
